rhyming poems! Later, we will look 
at We’re Going on a Bear Hunt by 
Michael Rosen before learning the 
Christian story of the Nativity and 
the journey of Mary and Joseph. 

Key Questions:

Who is Julia Donaldson, What does an author do? 
What do animals eat? What makes a rhyming pair? 
If you were to go on a journey, where in the world 
would you go? Why? How do the characters travel in 

these stories?
